‘Coral Sea Dreaming—Awaken’

On Monday night, 10th May, 2010, a special presentation
by David Hannan of Plankton Productions, was arranged
for QMM Members and invited guests.

The stunningly beautiful shots of coral reefs from around

the world were projected in High Definition Blu-Ray. The incredible detail and colour of the ani-
mals and fish that inhabit the coral reefs were portrayed in a video that examined the threat by
ocean acidification and coral bleaching to this diverse and complex eco-system.

Filmed over 2000 dives on three great ecosystems; The Great Barrier Reef; Ningaloo Reef; and
Papua New Guinea, ‘Coral Sea Dreaming—Awaken’ is a celebration of reefs now under threat of
climate change and ocean acidification.

David, a devoted conservationist, stated that at the present rate of degradation, there would be
no coral reefs in existence by 2050. This would be a terrible legacy left to our children.

Many of the sequences have never been filmed before. Some may never be filmed again. Corals
have survived five mass extinctions. But, can they survive us?

David also explained the specialised HD technology he used to capture and edit his footage
from the Sony F900 HD Cam and special HD Probe Ienses to the editing using ‘Final Cut Pro D5
Master Library’.

A Sony F900 and housing with lights was on display,
along with associated lenses. Interactive HD screens

| were used to highlight the diversity of the blu-ray discs
that could be purchased.

All agreed that it was a great quality production that also
carried an important message.

Optimising your desktop

A simple optimization to undertake is to eliminate the ‘eye candy’ that Windows implements such as shad-
ows under menus and fading or sliding effects of the menus. By eliminating them, you reduce the over-

Defragmenting your hard drive (Cont.)

Once it is complete, simply close the utility. If the drive is nearly full fo begin with, the defragmenting proc-
ess could take substantially longer or fail fo complete. As a general rule of thumb, you should not let any
of your drives become more than 75% full as they become less efficient, especially during defragmenting.

Note: Windows defragmentation ufility runs on demand only. There are third party products such as Disk-
Keeper which run in the background continuously.

Getting Organised

Not all changes are system changes. Getting organized has personal productivity improvements, as well
as making it easy to identify your files for backing up purposes. Let’s recap what we have covered on disk
organization so far.

° G: - contains your video captures/project files
° H: - contains your output files

Some software packages often bundle search software. Unless you have a need to search for files on
your PC, they offer little benefit to the video editor, and do little more than consume system resources that
could be better put to use to your editing software. If you are prompted to install them—don't.

Windows indexing service

There is a little known software service that runs in Windows XP which works in conjunction with desktop
search engines. If you don’t search for files often, it can be disabled as follows:

Disk compression

Years ago when disks were expensive, disk compression soffware became popular, allowing you to get an
extra 10 MB out of that 40 MB disk drive. Such software imparts high performance overheads as files are
compressed and decompressed on the fly as they are accessed. In today’s computer market, disks have
become so inexpensive, costing around 20 cents per gigabyte or less. If you are running out of disk
space, you have aft least 4 options:

° Do a major house clean and uninstall unwanted programs and files

° Buy a new, bigger hard disk and clone your content across to it, replacing the original drive
° Buy a new, bigger external hard disk and fransfer non-essential files to it

° Add a new hard disk permanently to your system.

Windows has its own file compression utility accessible via your disk properties, but be aware that if your
disk develops problems in the future, files compressed by Windows may become inaccessible to you.

Memory Optimisers

Like Disk Optimisers, memory optimisers were once popular when memory chips were very costly. Memory
optimisers generally worked by exploiting inefficiencies in the operating system and correcting or patch-
ing them. Their value in foday’'s computing environment is very limited, and memory optimisers can cause
some application programs to misbehave or crash. If you need more memory, you should consider up-
grading your RAM after checking if your motherboard can support it.

If you are using Windows Vista, it supports a feature called ‘Readyboost’ that allows you to extend system
memory using USB memory keys. Unfortunately, the data transfer rates of USB is only 60MB/s, which is sig-
nificantly slower than installed RAM. When in a pinch, ReadyBoost can be a saviour, but should only be
regarded as a temporary solution.

Screen savers were originally designed to prevent screen ‘burn it’ on
cathode ray tube screens. Although less of an issue with LCD screens,
they have remained popular because of their ‘eye candy’ factor.
Some screen savers can be configured to display graphics, pictures
and even video, but activating them does mean that some system
resources such as disk input/output and CPU processing power will be
diverted to the screen saver. This can have an impact on overall ren-
dering performance.

To change your screen saver setfings, right mouse click your desktop
and select Properties. Select the Screen Saver tab in Display Proper-
ties and choose Blank as a screen saver. If you want to password pro-
tect it, set a Wait time and tick On resume, password protect.

Wall paper or desktop back grounds can have a slight impact on sys-
tem start up times or when navigating on the desk top. Although con-
sidered a minor improvement, you can set it fo Blank by choosing the
Desktop tab (next to the Screen Saver tab) and setting your Back-
ground to None.
